Early in the history of the Temple of the People, an excerpt from Henry
Wadsworth Longfellow's poem '"The Song of Hiawatha" was set to music
from Giuseppe Verdi's opera ""Aida." For over a century, at the annual
Temple Conventions, the words "Gitche Manito'" have been chanted with
great fervor by the assembled Temple for the purpose of uniting our
souls, hearts, and minds as one, and in honor of our connection and
ancestral affinity with Hiawatha, Hilarion, and the entire Lodge of
Masters. The invocation "Gitche Manito" signifies the Great and
Almighty Spirit, the Lord, the Source of life, who calls upon us to
demonstrate the basic principles of brotherhood and sisterhood through
the words, '"In unity is your strength, in separation is your undoing." The
full text of the words of the mantras and hymns that are customarily
chanted prior to the annual Master's Address is as follows:
